duplication of services.

Daro Mott informed team that the CDBG funds are being looked to for Economic Development
and will not be able to be utilized to assist childcare needs.

Childcare Development received guidelines regarding the Childcare Development Block Grant.
Jackie Stamps, Jefferson County Region Administrator for Cabinet for Families and Children, will be
invited to future meeting discussions to inform group of TANF and Food Stamp specifics.

Team received a Timeline for the Homeless Prevention Rapid Re-housing Program (HPRP)
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Metro is drafting the amendment to the 2008 Action Plan.

HPRP funds will be utilized by the department of Housing and Family Services/Neighborhood Place
for short-term rental assistance, utility deposits/payments, security deposits, moving costs,
program outreach, etc.

Funds will also be utilized to improve the HMIS (data collection), provide credit repair, iegai
services, and case management through a competitive bid process (Request for Proposals).
A citizen and provider public hearing will be scheduled for May 4, 2009 at Metro United Way at

2:30 pm.
