JCPS Dropout Survey:  Primary Findings
· Kiefer & Langley (2002) at the University of Kentucky conducted a follow up study of JCPS graduates and dropouts. A sample of graduates and dropouts were surveyed 5 years post graduation or dropout.  The primary results from the dropout student surveys include the following: 
·  Large school differences (schools produced very different findings)

· Reasons for leaving include: “needed to work; boredom; did not like school; teachers were lacking skills to allow me to learn; pregnant”

· Most frequent response to “what might have been done to keep you in school” was “show support or concern.”

· 40% of them eventually completed their education
