ZEON’S SETTLEMENT REJECTED
Late Wednesday, July 2, 2009, U.S. District Court Judge John Heyburn, III rejected Zeon’s proposed

settlement as unfair to western Louisville residents. The settlement proposed to reduce emissions, fund
environmental monitoring and health seminars, offer $369 per household within one-mile of the company,
no cash reward for households beyond the one-mile radius, and to release Zeon of future liability resulting
from their emissions. Judge Heyburn specifically expressed that the liability release provision was unfair
to the majority of the residents in the 14,200 households within two miles of the plant.

The Chickasaw Federation, Inc. has teamed up with Rubbertown Emergency Action (REACT) to
create community-based, resident focused strategies to best approach the issues of pollution and the
environmental health of West Louisville.
