Request for Grant Applications
Purpose

Brightside’s Keep it Clean Louisville Grant Program is designed to get high school students involved in activities that will educate them and their communities about the importance of keeping Louisville Metro clean and green, while promoting in the next generation a sense of pride in the community.  Successful projects should include efforts to motivate and organize groups to clean up existing debris.  Anti-litter, roadside litter cleanups and community beautification activities are encouraged.  The focus of these activities should involve the following:  education, enforcement, awareness, pickup and beautification resulting in behavioral change.  

Grant Application Process

Brightside Keep It Clean Louisville Grant Program will request applications from high schools in Jefferson County for qualification to participate.   This grant is designed to provide educational and developmental activities concerning the importance of community-based beautification and litter-reduction initiatives in Louisville Metro.   

A. Applications must be postmarked no later than Friday, October 26, 2007.  You may hand deliver or mail the application to following address:

To apply, please submit the following information describing your anti-litter and beautification grant activities:

1. Description of the project and explanation of how it will include students and the community.   If your plan includes multiple activities:

a. List and describe partnerships (internal schools groups/clubs and external partners)
b. List school’s goal for activities
2. How will the project result in long-term litter reduction and/or beautification of the school, the community, and Louisville?

B. Once the application is submitted and approved, you will be mailed a check for $200.   The Keep it Clean Louisville anti-litter and beautification activities must then be completed by April 20, 2008.  Through specific activities (see Award Points Criteria), schools maybe eligible for additional cash awards (see Grants of Distinction).  

Grant Guidelines

Any Jefferson County High School may apply for a grant.   The school principal and the person who will be responsible for administering the grant must sign all grant applications.   Grants are limited to one grant per school.

A. There are two ways a school may apply for a grant:

1. The school, as a whole, may apply; or

2. A school club/organization or national service program may apply

B. All projects require student and community participation.  All grantees will be required to develop and implement programs designed to enhance the participating students understanding of the importance of a clean and green environment.

C. The grant could be a fundraiser for your school and/or school club.

Award Points Criteria

A. Final Keep it Clean Louisville Grant Program Award Points report Due to Brightside by Monday, APRIL 30, 2008.

B. Applications will be reviewed and approved by the Brightside Education Committee.  Applicants must achieve at least 120 points to be considered for top awards.

D. All applicants that reach 120 points will receive a Brightside Keep it Clean School of Distinction sign for their campus (new signage will not be placed for previous winners).

E. The schools with the top three highest points will be awarded Grants of Distinction as follows:
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School with the highest points will receive a $ 1,500 total grant. 
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School with the second highest points will receive $ 1,000 total grant.
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School with the third highest points will receive $700 total grant.

Each participating school may also nominate ONE student to be considered for ONE $500 scholarship.  Winner to be chosen based on involvement in anti-litter projects.
