About Our District: 

Serving more than 97,000 students (pre-school to gr 12) in 152 school sites, the Jefferson County Public School District is the largest in Kentucky and the 30th largest in the United States. Committed to the education and well being of students, JCPS focuses on student success, family and community collaboration, and employee efficacy. Each of these is infused into every aspect of the district’s programs and activities. The district’s vision for the students of Louisville is to get them in school, keep them in school, and teach them to proficiency! District schools continue to excel. 125 of 131 schools are rated as successful based on CATS scores. Parent satisfaction remains high. In the annual JCPS survey, parents rated the quality of education for their children at 4.56 on a five-point scale. Community support remains strong. JCPS recruited more than 5,000 volunteers for the Every1 Reads initiative and received a $25 million grant from the GE Foundation College Bound Dist. Program. 

How Our District Ensures Educational Equity: 

JCPS is committed to providing all students with opportunities to succeed. An administrative department in the Superintendent's Office, staffed by a Special Assistant, monitors equity issues, analyzes data, and makes recommendations regarding the achievement gap. A District Compliance and Investigations Director in the Human Resources Department oversees federal and state regulations including Title IX and Section 504 and Board of Education policies to prevent discrimination based on race, gender, national origin, religion, or disabilities. The Department of Equity and Poverty Issues coordinates diversity and staff development, infuses multicultural education into the curriculum, advises staff how to meet the equity component of the District's Comprehensive School Improvement Plan, and provides multicultural resource materials. The Diversity System, a cross-departmental management process, collects and analyzes data, monitors activities, and recommends strategies for improvement. 

How We Are Doing

Kentucky uses the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System (CATS) to hold schools accountable for student progress. CATS has three parts: the Kentucky Core Content Tests, the national Comprehensive Test of Basic Skills (CTBS), and other measures, including attendance, retention and dropout rates. These elements make up a school’s CATS Performance Score for every two-year period. The goal is that by 2014 nearly all students will score proficient or distinguished. 

Kentucky Core Content Tests: 

Kentucky’s tests rate student performance as either Novice, Apprentice, Proficient, or Distinguished. These categories translate into a scale of 0-140, with 100 being considered proficient. This chart compares our school’s performance with the schools in our district and throughout Kentucky.

National Norm Referenced Test: 

The national norm referenced test used in Kentucky, the CTBS, allows us to compare the basic skills of our students with national benchmarks established in 1996. These scores are reported in percentiles, or the percentage of students who fell below a particular score on the test. For example, “60%ile” indicates that the average student in our school scored equal to or better than 60 percent of all students across the nation who took the test.

Procedures in Place in Our School for Drug and
Weapons Detection: 

JCPS follows the guidelines established in the Gun-Free Schools Act of 1994, the Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Communities Act of 1994, and the Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1988. The district uses a zero-tolerance approach to student misconduct. Students and parents receive clear rules that specify strict consequences for violations. To ensure that schools are safe and free of drugs and weapons, administrators and the LMPD Detection Canine Team may conduct random, unannounced searches of school lockers, parking lots, and all other school property. Schools also may exercise the right to search a student.

JCPS staff and students will use technology effectively to support student achievement in core content subjects. All classrooms are networked, with a student-to-computer ratio of 5.2 to 1. Teachers are now integrating technology into instruction. The Computer Ed. Support Unit oversees the district’s Computer Applications Skills Continuum for grades K-8. Students must demonstrate a basic understanding of technology operations and concepts, to use technology ethically and responsibly, to use technology for problem solving, and to use it to research, collect, evaluate, and communicate.

The ACT is America’s most widely accepted college entrance exam. It assesses high school students’ general educational development and their ability to complete college-level work.The multiple-choice tests cover four skill areas: English, mathematics, reading, and science. All Kentucky juniors are required to take the ACT,  beginning in the 2007-2008 school year, because of  an action of the 2006 Kentucky Legislature. Other Important Information About Our District

State Contest Results: 

JCPS students were named to All-State Chorus, Band, Orchestra, and to Academic All-State Section Teams; won state spelling bee, swimming, cross country, Academic WorldQuest and WKU Mathematics contest titles; reached the state quarterfinals in middle and high school Governor's Cup quick recall; earned 10 top awards at the State DECA competition; 1,200 KMEA distinguished ratings; and placed 1st in the Kentucky Beta Club and the Kentucky Science and Humanities Symposium. 

Extracurricular Activities: 

JCPS offers students a wide array of athletic and extracurricular activities. Thirteen high school sports include baseball, basketball, field hockey, football, golf, soccer, swimming, tennis, track, and wrestling. Middle school sports include basketball, cross-country, golf, soccer, swimming, tennis, track, and volleyball. In addition, dozens of extracurricular activities are offered at both levels. JCPS boasts the 2006 State Swimming and Cross Country Champions. 

Awards and Recognitions: 

JCPS student academic honors include 124 Governor’s Scholars; 116 students in the Duke University Talent Identification Search; 52 National Merit and National Achievement semifinalists and finalists; three Seimens Westinghouse regional winners; seven Intel Science Talent Search winners; national FEA Impromptu-Speaking winner; University of North Carolina Morehead Scholar; and a seventh consecutive national JROTC Drill Team Championship. 

What We are Doing to Improve: 

To improve, JCPS will focus attention on our 28 literacy schools, reading mastery at grades P1 and P2, raising the rate of progress in middle schools, raising student attendance, implementing dropout prevention strategies, leading schools toward a more prescriptive approach to improve student outcomes, implementing new science standards and curriculum, reducing achievement gaps, and increasing minority enrollment in Advance Program and Advanced Placement classes.
