The Belmar neighborhood is located east of 1-65 just north of
the Watterson Expressway (I-264)

The boundaries for Belmar are generally 1-65, 1-264 and the
Nortfolk Southern Railroad line.

Surrounding neighborhoods are the city of Audubon Park and
the city of Parkway Village to the north, Camp Taylor to the
east, Prestonia and the Louisville International Airport to the
south and the Kentucky Fair and Exposition Center to the west.
