ÅRecipients must comply with reporting 

outside the Recovery Act

ÅAdditional reporting is outlined in award 

agreements

ÅRely on program specific instructions

ÅNo program can exclude or bypass 

reporting to FederalReporting.gov 



Who is Required to Report?

ÅPrime Recipients: non-Federal entities 

receiving grants, loans or awards from the 

federal government.

ÅSub-Recipients: non-Federal entities that 

expend Federal awards received by 

another entity to carry out  a Federal 

program

ÅFederal agencies are not prime recipients



Who else is important?

ÅA vendor is defined as a dealer, 

distributor, merchant, or other seller 

providing goods or services that are 

required for the conduct of a Federal 

program.

ÅVendors must provide recipients with vital 

information. 

ÅVendors do not register at 

FederalReporting.gov 
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Reporting Facts

ÅBurden of reporting rests on prime 

recipient. 

ÅPrime Recipients may delegate certain 

reporting responsibilities to sub-recipients

ÅIf so, delegation must be timely 

ÅSub-Recipients can be ñdelegatedò or 

ñnon-delegatedò
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
